e Has not attended class for an extended period of Dean of Students: Dean on Duty

e Isoverwhelmed by a problem with the university Bone Student Center,

e Substantially impairs, interferes with, or obstructs Contact Community Rights
orderly processes and functions of the University & Responsibilities

e Deliberately interferes with instruction ‘ (309) 438-8621

e Islewd orindecent Student Services Building,

e Breaches the peace Room 120

Student:
e Does something significantly out of character Student Behavioral Intervention Team
e Acts peculiar and causes alarm - (309) 438-5451
e Displays unhealthy or dangerous patterns of Complete online Student Behavioral
behavior Intervention Team Concerned

Student is:

e Acting in frightening or threatening manner 911
